Pastoral Corner

The disciples of the Lord....

Although disappointed by what had happened to Jesus, the disciples were filled with immense joy
when they had the wonderful experience of walking with Him on the road to Emmaus after His
resurrection. Jesus explained to them that it was necessary for the Son of God to have suffered in
order to save us. They recognized Him when he broke the bread because it is in the Eucharist that
we encounter Him. The two disciples hurried to return to Jerusalem to share with the others this
great news: the news of the joyous “gospel.” We are called to share with others the joy that comes in
being with Jesus in the Eucharist. This is the new way to evangelize; telling the good news, and
taking into our life the example of the disciples of Emmaus.

When the disciples were reunited Jesus appeared to them and said, "Peace to you.” Today, more
than ever, we are in need of peace; peace from fighting, hatred, violence, lies, and deceit so as to
live a transparent and joyous life. The knowledge that God is with us and we are with Him produces
the peace that we yearn for. This peace is in the experience of the resurrected Christ in our lives.

This Sunday’s Gospel accentuates the reality of the resurrection. Peter will later repeat before the
multitude in the temple: “You denied the Holy and Righteous One and asked that a murderer be
released to you, but God raised Him from the dead; of this we are witnesses.” (Acts 3, 15) And the
disciple John, at the end of his life said, “My children, if anyone sins, we have an Advocate with the
Father, Jesus Christ the Righteous One.” (1 John 2)

The only person in the world who at birth already had his biography written in detail is Jesus Christ.
All the prophecies from the Old Testament were accurately fulfiled when Jesus made the declaration
of what is going to happen in his life. He wanted to demonstrate that all the Scriptures pointed
toward the cross, that His passion and death was not something forced by God. It was not an
emergency measure when all else had failed and all plans had gone badly. It was part of God'’s plan
because the cross is the central point of the universe where, at a certain moment, it shone with
uncontrolled force the eternal love of God for us.

A precious grace won by the resurrected One is that He opens our minds so that we can understand
the Sacred Scriptures just as he did with the disciples of Emmaus. Because of this we can
comprehend and understand the Gospel and be able to live it.

The disciples would not be confined, they had to go out and announce the message of repentance
and forgiveness. Fear and sadness were gone; now was the time to spread the good news. They
were inspired by the Holy Spirit. Today it seems that there are times when we are wasting time,
when we are waiting in prayer and meditation with patience and resignation. We are to understand
that there are moments to hear God and moments to work for him. We must remember that the
moments of silence when we allow God to speak to us are never lost. God blesses us in those
moments.

Today more than ever we are to recognize that conversion and forgiveness of sins are the teachings
Jesus wants us to spread in our daily testimony, in our attitudes and our behavior. God, through our
faith in the Resurrection, grants this gift to us so that we may be true disciples of the Lord. This is
needed today more than ever.

May God bless all of you.

Jesus quiere que prediquemos y anunciemos con la palabra, pero también, con el testimonio diario, con la vida, con las
actitudes y con los comportamientos. Que Dios a través de la fe en el Resucitado nos conceda este gran regalo, ser
verdaderos discipulos del Sefior, recordemos que hoy mas que nunca se necesita,
