Many Gentiles arriving in Jerusalem for the celebration of Passover wanted to see and
hear Jesus. Many people spoke often of Him because of everything that He had done.
They told of His works and of His different way of speaking.

When Jesus announced His glorification (John 12:23) the Jews thought that he was
exalting Himself to humiliate His enemies, all those who were not in agreement with what
He said and did. But for Jesus the glorification was His crucifixion and death in the midst
of atrocious torments, obtaining in this way the salvation of the world.

Jesus teaches us that life arrives through someone or something that dies: for example,
if the wheat grain does not die, it is left unfruitful and useless, it does not serve any
purpose. But throw it down to the cold, humid ground and bury it as in a tomb, it grows to
produce a new plant. Therefore it becomes useful. This is the history of Christ and His
followers and friends. To die are our comforts, egos, pride, avarice, ambition, our own
will, our sin in order to become the fruitful plant that fills the Kingdom of God with
admirable fruits. Many of those who have managed to die have become truly useful to
the Church because with their fruits they extended the message of salvation.

If in this world what | look for is my own satisfaction, my own passions, my own
sensuality, my own pride, my own stubbornness and ego, | lose myself and | am
unfruitful like the wheat grain that spoils. However, if | am able to sacrifice myself and not
look for what | enjoy most and that which satisfies me, but what God mostly wants and
what best benefits my fellow man, then | am keeping myself not for this world but for
eternal life.

Let us think about what this world would have lost if so many men and women had not
existed who are willing to serve and to sacrifice their lives, their comfort, their time so
that God may be more loved, known and obeyed. No one serves Jesus for free. Jesus
says: "Behold, | am coming soon. | bring with me the recompense | will give to each
according t@evh22.$2).deeds. o

The Gospel of John tells us how Jesus is tense the days before the passion and death,
knowing that they are coming. No one wishes to die T even less so at age 33 1 suffering
a whipping, a crown of thorns and the atrocious burden of the cross. Jesus is fretful
thinking about the torments that await him. Let us remember that true heroism takes
place when one feels a deep fear but nevertheless continues with what has been
ordered for him to do. Here Jesus is fighting with the natural horror of death and the
obedience to a divine mandate.

Jesus teaches that we have to take upon ourselves with generosity, patience and
strength the hours of abandonment, sadness, failure, suffering limitation, disease and
even oneb6bs own death.
