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Thirty-first Sunday in Ordinary Time 

The Sunday’s readings unite two words that in our 

society seem to be opposites, contradictory, and 

incompatible, they are: power and mercy.  

The book of Wisdom says: “But you have mercy 

on all, because you can do all things;”  That is to 

say, God has the fullness of power and this is 

indeed what makes that power merciful.  

A human being has power, but precisely because 

his power is limited he tries to make it be felt, 

flailing hands, shouting and being intransigent. 

This is how we are, we humans, because we have 

rather limited power, because we can do little, for 

that reason we try to make our presence felt.  

However, God has all the power, He really is 

omnipotent, all powerful one, and precisely 

because he can do anything, God does not have 

to be roaring nor has the need to be shouting, 

because He has the power of all, because no one 

escapes His hands, and precisely for that reason 

He, He can be sympathetic to each case. 

At moments like this in which our country lives, we 

who believe to have much power, can fall in the 

temptation to raise our fists to the sky and say to 

Him: “God, send a ray that breaks in half all of the 

iniquitous ones, all of the evildoers”; and suddenly 

somebody could say: "Yes, father, that is the only 

thing that they deserve those unworthy because 

of what they have done and undone". 

With these attitudes we only demonstrate what 

little we know of the power of God; He, who can 

do it all, knows to be sympathetic to all and this is 

the story of today’s gospel (Luke 19;1-10).  

The Second Letter to the Thessalonians tells us: 

“not to be shaken out of your minds suddenly, or 

to be alarmed either by a "spirit,"  or by an oral 

statement, or by a letter allegedly from us to the 

effect that the day of the Lord is at hand”.  

Of course, one must convert and convert soon 

because Jesus is passing through our streets, but 

it is not a question of being scared nor to bring the 

realm of terror, of religious terror in this case, it is 

a matter of letting ourselves be won over by 

mercy, to let oneself be convinced by love, of 

letting the triumph of Christ over the cross also be 

our triumph.

Las lecturas de este domingo unen dos palabras 

que en nuestra sociedad parecen opuestas, 

contradictorias, incompatibles, son ellas: poder y 

misericordia.

Así somos nosotros los seres humanos, porque 

tenemos poquito poder, porque podemos poco, por 

eso tratamos de hacernos sentir.  

 

En Cambio, Dios tiene todo el poder, Él es 

realmente omnipotente, todo poderoso, y 

precisamente porque lo puede todo, Dios no tiene 

por qué estar bramando ni tiene por qué estar 

gritando, porque Él tiene el poder de todos, porque 

no hay quien escape de su mano, y precisamente 

por eso Él, Él puede compadecerse de cada caso.  

 

En momentos como los que vive nuestra patria, 

nosotros que creemos tener mucho poder, podemos 

caer en la tentación de levantar los puños al cielo y 

decirle: “Dios, manda un rayo que quiebre por la 

mitad a todos los inicuos, a todos los malvados”; y 

de pronto alguien podría decir: "Sí, padre, eso es lo 

único que se merecen esos desgraciados porque 

han hecho y deshecho".  

 

Con esas actitudes sólo mostramos qué poco 

conocemos del poder de Dios; Él, que todo lo 

puede, sabe compadecerse de todos y esta es la 

historia de este evangelio (Luc 19,1-10) .  

 

La Segunda Carta a los Tesalonicenses nos ha 

dicho: “No se dejen asustar por mensajes o 

supuestas revelaciones de que el mundo se va a 

acabar, de que esta a las puertas”.  

 

Desde luego que hay que convertirse y convertirse 

pronto porque Jesús está pasando por nuestras 

calles, pero no es asunto de asustarse ni de traer el 

imperio del terror, del terror religioso en este caso, 

es asunto de dejarnos ganar por la piedad, de 

dejarnos convencer por el amor, de que el triunfo de 

Cristo en la cruz sea también nuestro triunfo.
